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Genetic Evaluation on Progeny Basis 
for PATBQ on Web

In May 2005, the PATBQ transferred to a new computer application. The program works on the Web and is accessible via the Internet. The MAPAQ advisor can process the data and print reports. The producers can request their access to their file and print their own reports. 

Major Advantages

· The producer has access directly to their file by the Internet;
· New traits are available;
· The ABCs, which are the interbreed EPDs available to the commercial producers, are also available to purebred producers;
· In the calculation of EPDs/ABCs, the animal performances are kept for life even if the owner changes, therefore EPDs/ABCs accumulate continuously and all the data develops over time;
· The age to contribute for the weaning EPDs/ABCs is 99 to 335 days and for the postweaning EPD is 250 to 499 days;
· The EPDs or ABCs projected from the parents are printed on the reports for the animal which do not already have their own EPD/ABC;
· The average of the EPDs/ABCs is always 0, therefore no correction to obtain the net EPDs/ABCs for the animal. This makes it easier to have the true value for the subject;
· Centile rankings (%) within the breed (EPD) and interbreed (ABC) are associated with each trait which gives the animal a rank in the identified population and to better determine the strength and the weakness of the animal;
· A monthly evaluation for a minimum delay based on the progeny.
Contraints

· The calculation dates for EPDs/ABCs are fixed around the 15th of each month.

· The minimal number of subjects in a contemporary group is 5 combining both sex at weaning and 5 of the same sex in postweaning for the control to be considered in the calculation of the subject’s EPDs/ABCs.

Adjustments for the Breeders

· Contemporary Group : aim for 5 animals or more at weaning per maximum period of 90 days.

· Continue to regroup the calving.

· Aim for a postweaning period (weaning – one year) of 90 days and more.

· The qualification requirement for superior genetics in effect since January 1st 2008. Sending bulls to a station is still a possible avenue.

Discuss of your options with your PATBQ advisor to minimize the constrain and maximize all the advantages offered by the program.
